Hollybush Hall, Common Road, Chorleywood

Take Junction 18 towards Chorleywood and Amersham from the M25. Cross over the traffic lights
and continue, passing Christ Church on your left. Take the next left - Common Road. About half a
mile down here you pass the Rose and Crown on the right together with some terraced houses.
The War Memorial Hall is on the right after this (opposite a car park where you park). Walk down
beside the right of the Memorial Hall. A white building is in front of you at the end of the steps.
Walk to the left of this and you will see a small brick built building - Hollybush Hall. We will be in
there at 7.30pm.

Chorleywood Primary School, Stag Lane, Chorleywood

Take the M25 Junction 17. Take narrow road signed to Heronsgate. Pass the first pub. At the
Stag pub turn right into Rendlesham Way/Stag Lane. The school is just down the road on the
right.

Bullsland Hall, Bullsland Lane, Chorleywood

Take the M25 Junction 17. Take narrow road (Long Lane) signed to Heronsgate. Pass the first
pub and the Stag pub. The road narrows with cars either side, keep going to where the road turns
to the right and you will see Bullsland Lane on the left. Turn left and the hall is on your immediate
right.

St Peters Church, Bushey Mill Lane

From the Asda and Sainsburys Roundabout on the A41 turn towards Watford on the St Albans
Road. After the BMW garage there are some traffic lights where you turn left into Bushey Mill
Lane. ¥ mile on cross a railway crossing, then a mini roundabout. At the next mini roundabout
there is a pub on the left (The Tudor Arms). Go straight over and St Peters is just on the right. It's
a 1950's style church set back a little from the road with a spire. Go into the side door — we
usually meet in the little room on the right.



Garston Church, 816 St Albans Road, Garston.

From ASDA.

From the ASDA roundabout turn onto St Albans Road towards Garston. Pass the entrance to
Sheepcot Lane and a commercial van sales garage on your left. Garston Community church is a
further 400 yards on the right. If you pass a set of light with a parade of shops you have gone too
far.

From Watford Town Centre.

Take the A405 off the A41 towards M1 Junction 6. Go past the Warner Brothers cinema which
will be on your left. Double back around the roundabout/island and turn left into Sheepcot Lane.
Continue for half a mile and at the end of the road turn left onto St Albans Road. Garston
Community church is a further 400 yards on the right. If you pass a set of light with a parade of
shops you have gone too far.

From St Albans.

Take the A405 towards Watford. You will pass under the M1 Junction 6. Continue over the next
set of lights until you reach the crossroads with a set of lights and a Harvester restaurant to your
right. Take the left fork into St Albans Road and pass McDonalds on your right. Pass a parade of
shops on your left and continue over the lights. After 50 yards Garston Community church will be
on your Left.

Rickmansworth School.

From Chorleywood.

Take the A404 towards Rickmansworth and pass the Masonic Girls School. At the next
roundabout turn left onto Park Road. Continue for 200 yards and bear left at the mini roundabout.
This will bring you onto Scotts Hill.

At the very top of the hill pass over a pedestrian crossing and turn right into the school. Drive in
and keep left (following the signs to the Music Department). Come round to the back of the school
to the car park which is outside the music block.

From Watford.

Take Rickmansworth Road towards Croxley Green. Continue over two roundabouts and pass a
Harvester restaurant on your right. Follow the road up the hill, bear right and pass the Croxley
Green train station on your right. Continue for another 800 yards until you come to a fork in the
road with a mini roundabout. Turn left at the roundabout and then immediately left into the school

Drive in and keep left (following the signs to the Music Department). Come round to the back of
the school to the car park which is outside the music block.

St Andrew's Church

From Junction 4 of the M40 (Handy Cross Roundabout), take the A404 to High Wycombe. Head
down the hill, and turn right at the roundabout at the bottom. Go straight on over the next
roundabout, and follow the A40 (London Road), alongside the Rye park. Continue straight on
over the first roundabout, then turn left at the second roundabout, up Hatters Lane. Continue for
1/3 mile, and you will find St Andrew® on your right, next to the entrance to Windrush Drive.

On leaving the M40 from Junction 3, take the second exit from the roundabout, heading towards

High Wycombe on the A40. Continue straight on over the first three roundabouts, then turn right

at the fourth roundabout, up Hatters Lane. Continue for 1/3 mile, and you will find St Andrew® on
your right, next to the entrance to Windrush Drive.



Christ Church, Holmer Green, High Wycombe, Bucks HP15 6XQ.

Bell Farm Christian Centre

From the M4:

Leave the M4 at junction 4, then at roundabout take the exit signposted Uxbridge A408.
Branch left (signposted All Other Routes). Then immediately at roundabout take the 3rd exit
onto Cherry Lane (signposted West Drayton)

Continue forward onto Cherry Lane.

Bear right onto Sipson Road. Turn right onto Bell Avenue. Continue straight on (pass two
mini roundabouts) to the end of Bell Avenue. Ahead of you will be a green area. Bell Farm
Christian Centre is at the end of the green.

From West Drayton:
Starting from West Drayton Station:

Turn left under the bridge & continue forward onto Sipson Road. At the Fox & Pheasant Pub,
turn left onto Thornton Avenue, at roundabout take the 2nd exit onto Thornton Avenue, when
you come to the green then turn left onto South Road. Bell Farm Christian Centre is at the
end of the green.

Local bus routes: 222 & U5

Westborough URC

From the A3 Northbound

From the A3 travelling towards London, take the first Guildford exit, signposted to the
Hospital, left at the first roundabout, right at the second roundabout by the Royal Surrey
Hospital, straight across the third, over the railway bridge, and right at the next roundabout
into Southway. The church is then about half a mile on the left.

From the A3 Southbound
From the A3 southbound, take the cathedral exit and follow the signposts to the hospital as
above.

From the University

From the University on foot (10 minutes): take the footpath heading towards the Cathedral
roundabout, cross the perimeter road, and then take the right branch to the side of the A3.
The path continues over a footbridge across the railway line, and shortly after branches.
Take the right hand branch, and double back on yourself, under the footbridge by the side of
the railway line. You come out onto a small triangular green, with some shops on the left,
between Southway and the A3. Keep going straight ahead along Southway, and the church
building is near the end of the road on the other side.

From the Railway Station

From the main Guildford railway station - not the London Road station - on foot (30 minutes):
leave by the Cathedral and University exit. Turn right out of the station and along Guildford
Park Road. This bears round to the left and becomes Madrid Road. Continue past a video
shop, newsagent and off licence. The road bends sharply right and becomes @he Chase®
soon turning into a fairly steep slope uphill. At the top of the hill the road bends right again
and then comes out onto the Cathedral roundabout. Continue as above from the University.



Newton Price Centre Grosvenor Road, Watford, WD17 2QT

Once in central Watford, find your way to the ringroad which has all the carparks (Queens, Kings
etc). Pass TJ Hughes on your right (was Clements). Continue over the cross roads (Clarendon
Rd and The Palace Theatre on the right). After about 100 yards take the second slip road on the
left (Derby Road). Turn immediately left into Grosvenor Road and the Newton Price Centre will be
an old building on your right.

We would recommend that additionally you print out a map of Watford as the roads can be a little
confusing.

Dayspring, North Rd, Chorleywood WD3 5LE

Take the M25 Junction 18. Take the A404 to Chorleywood. Ignore the first left down Dog Kennel
Road but after about half a mile take the left turn down Common Road. At the bottom the road
dog legs round to the right (don’t go left - you end up going over a railway bridge). Drive past the
station on your left and take the left turn under the railway bridge. Take the next left into Lower
Road (this is the main shopping street) and drive past all the shops. Just before the end of the
road on the left is a road called North Road. Drive up here. Dayspring is at the top on the left.

Directions to Oak Tree House, Berry Lane, Chorleywood, Herts WD3 5EY

Please park near the post box and walk to the house.

From Amersham

Follow A404 through Little Chalfont. Pass Chenies Garden Centre on the left and ignore the
first right turn to Chorleywood. Pass St Clement Danes School to the right and take the next
right turn into Common Road. Follow this road down and then to the left to run parallel to the
railway line (do not turn right to the station). There is a sharp right angle over the railway line
then you need to take the first left — Common Gate Road. Follow this to the T junction and
turn right into Berry Lane. Drive for about %2 mile. Oak Tree House is on the right and is
surrounded by a tall brown picket fence. The Hall Farm is opposite and if you reach a post
box or Kings Farm Road, you have gone too far.

From M25 — Junction 18

Follow signs to Chorleywood from M25 crossing the traffic lights. At the next set of traffic
lights and Shell garage turn left into Dog Kennel Lane. Follow this to the T Junction and turn
right into Berry Lane. Drive for about 1/3 mile passing Common Gate Road to the right.
Another ¥ mile and Oak Tree House is on the right and is surrounded by a tall brown picket
fence. The Hall Farm is opposite and if you reach a post box or Kings Farm Road, you have
gone too far.

If you don’t fancy Dog Kennel Lane which is a single track road, carry straight on at the traffic
lights passing the cricket ground to the left. Take the next left turn into Common Road.
Follow this road down and then to the left to run parallel to the railway line (do not turn right
to the station). There is a sharp right angle over the railway line then you need to take the
first left — Common Gate Road. Follow this to the T junction and turn right into Berry Lane.
Drive for about ¥ mile. Oak Tree House is on the right and is surrounded by a tall brown
picket fence. The Hall Farm is opposite and if you reach a post box or Kings Farm Road, you
have gone too far.

From M25 — Junction 17

Take narrow road signed to Heronsgate. Pass the first pub. At the Stag pub turn right into
Rendlesham Way/Stag Lane. Turn right cornering the school into Berry Lane. Continue
passing Kings Farm Road on the left. Turn the corner and down a slight hill, The Hall
Farm/West Clayton is on the right and Oak Tree House (surrounded by tall brown fencing on
the left).
